Timings of the school day - Gates open at 8.30am and doors at 8.40am
Nursery and Red Lotus children will start at 8.45 and finish at 3pm.
 Reception children will start at 8.45am and finish at 3.10pm
Year 1 to Year 6 will start at 8.45am and finish at 3.15pm.

Breakfast club will start at 8am and finish at 8.45am and the cost will be £2
per child.
After school club will be from 3.15pm and will finish at 5pm, the cost will be
£6 per child per day, and £5 for additional siblings. (£2 for 3.15pm - 3.45pm)
The cost for school meals will be £2.50 a day/£12.50 a week.

#Year 3 Dinner Money
Your child has been entitled to Free School meals universally to Year 2. As they are
now about to enter Year 3, I want to remind you that this Free School Meal funding will
not apply. We work hard to provide good quality, value for money meals for our pupils
and hope your child will continue to have a school meal with us. We have a meal price
of £2.50 per day or £12.50 per week. The payment must be paid in advance and we
recommend you use our online payment system School Gateway. If you have not
already signed up to School Gateway please speak to the office team about a login
and some help to get you started.
